QUTPUT STAGE

best quality D/A converters by Burr-Brown. Optionally the CD-1000 may be matched with two exclusive class A tube
units. The TUBE output stages, TUBE-1006 and TUBE-1012, are engineered to enhance even further the sound
of the (D player.

TRANSPORT MECHANISM

The transport mechanism model JPL2800 is the drawer type supplied by Austrian Stream-Unlimited, the best
mechanic available on the market today. It is made of aluminum and it enables the smoothest rotational
stability reducing the speed fluctuation as well. The CD-1000 is offered with an elegant large O-Led display
easily visible from any angle and distance.
